The Novice then kneels and places his folded hands in the hands of the Superior and makes this promise of obedience:

Pater, promitto tibi oboedientiam
Secundum Regulam sancti Benedicti
Ad normam Constitutionem pro tribus annis.

The Novice then reads his profession, signs it, gives it to the Superior.

Jrom the Superior. During the clothing the Superior says:

Induat te Dominus novum hominem,
qui secundum Deum creatus est in justitia
et sanctitate, veritatis.

All respond: Amen.

Superior then says the following prayer over the newly professed:

Oremus/

Respice, quaesumus, Domine,
Super hunc famulum tuum, N.,/
Qui hodie coram Ecclesia,
Evangelica professus consilia,
Vitam tibi dicare contendit;*

Et miseratus concede/

Ut eius conversation

Nomen tuum glorificet

Et mysterio redemptionis inserviat.
Per Christum Dominum nostrum.

All: Amen

Father, I promise you obedience
according to the Rule of Saint Benedict
And the norms of the Constitutions for three years

The professed then kneels and receives the black scapular

May the Lord clothe you with the new man,
who according to God has created you in justice,
holiness, and truth.

Regard, we beseech you, O Lord,

Your son (name)

Who today in the presence of the Church
Makes his monastic profession,
Dedicating his life to you.

We ask your mercy

That his holy conversation

May glorify your name

And conform him to the mystery of your
redemption.

We ask this through Christ our Lord.

The newly professed rises and receives the sign of peace from the Superior.

Superior then gives a final blessing:
Dominus vobiscum.

All: ~ Et cum spiritu tuo

Superior:

Benedictio Dei omnipotentis, Patris et Filus, et Spiritus Sanctus

Descendate super vos et maneat semper.

All: Amen
